What is an Advisory Vote?
Advisory Votes are non-binding; the results do not change the law. You are advising the Legislature whether, in your opinion, this tax increase should be repealed or maintained.

Repealed - you don’t favor the tax increase passed by the Legislature. 

Maintained - you favor the tax increase passed by the Legislature.

Advisory Votes are the result of Initiative 960, approved by voters in 2007. The Voters’ Pamphlet content required for Advisory Votes differs from other state ballot measures (RCW 29A.32.070).
